Hi, I’m Caitlin Wright and I’m an Ambassador for an event called XRACE.  To enter XRACE you make a team of two     
people, one person is a child aged between 6 and 14 years old and the other an adult (Mum, Dad or family friend).   
XRACE is a mystery adventure race, your team completes all kinds of challenges, things like button sewing, painting, 
dancing, tug-of-war or Lego construction, there have also been CPR challenges and Morse code ones to complete.  You 
don’t know what challenges you will be doing until you get there on the day. 
XRACE is a really fun event, I’ve competed in it for the past three years and it’s one of my favourite things to do.  You 
even get a medal for both you and your adult when you cross the finish line.
